Discussion Questions

2. At the beginning of the book Helen is running from an emotionally abusive lover and overwhelmed by the task of cleaning the castle. How does she change by the end of the book?

3. What part does Lady Grey, Sir Alistair’s Deerhound, play in the book? How did you feel about her death? Do you think it was important to the book?
4. Fathers and father figures are a thematic element in To Beguile a Beast. Who are all the fathers in the book and what roles do they play in the story?
5. Fly fishing at the crack of dawn—a romantic outing or a horrible mistake?

6. In the first two books in The Legend of the Four Soldiers series the heroes were almost obsessed with finding the man who betrayed them at Spinner’s Falls. Is Alistair less concerned with the discovering the traitor than the other heroes? If so, why?
7. What are the parallels between the Truth Teller fairy tale and the main story? Differences?
8. What does the future represent to Alistair? To Helen?
9. What did you think of the relationship between Alistair and his sister Sophia?

10. What role do badgers play in the book?
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
