8. Which is sexier: standard boxers or those knit boxers? And in what colors/patterns? Discuss. (Women preferring briefs must not go off topic.)
9. Have you ever been to the southern tip of Illinois? If yes, would you describe it as the armpit of Illinois? What part of your state would you give the name “armpit” to?
10. Where would you go on a first date: a natural history museum, an Indian restaurant, or a gun show? Why?
