Discussion Questions

2. When Simon says goodbye to Lucy and leaves Maiden Hill for London he doesn’t intend to come back. Why do you think he changes his mind? Why does he feel he can marry Lucy after all?

3. Do you think Simon is making up the fairytale as he goes? If he is, what is he trying to tell Lucy with the story?

4. What are the similarities—and differences—between Simon and Sir Rupert?

5. When do you think Lucy falls in love with Simon? When does Simon fall in love with Lucy? How is the realization of love different in this book than in most romances? What did you think about this difference? 

6. Which secondary character did you like the best? The least? Why?

7. What part does winter and cold play in this book?

8. What do Simon’s roses mean to him? Why does he destroy the greenhouse—and kill all his roses—near the end of the book?

9. Do you think the agreement that Simon makes with Sir Rupert in the last duel is fair? 

10.  Which fairytale ending do you like better? Simon’s or Lucy’s? 
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
